WOMAN and MAN are a couple that have just recently found out that WOMAN is
pregnant. They are very fond of each other, but haven’t been together very long. There
is a mixture of joy, confusion and absolute fear at the thought of having a child together.
They have just come home from an evening out somewhere. They are both dressed in
quite formal clothes. MAN wears a dark suit. WOMAN wears a tight red dress or tight
pencil skirt and top. WOMAN wears bright red, very high-heeled shoes.

WOMAN. You can’t see it.

MAN. No.

WOMAN. I can’tsee it.

MAN. No.

WOMAN. But it’s there.
